The Planning and Zoning Board for the City of Valley Springs, SD met on
Monday, November 19th, 2018 at 7:00 pm at City Hall, 401 Broadway Ave. 
Mike Langner called the meeting to order.

A motion was made by Allen, seconded by Scott to approve the agenda.  All voted yes.  Motion carried.

A Public Hearing was held at 7 pm regarding the amendments to the Zoning Ordinance of the City of Valley Springs, South Dakota. 
The following motions were made after holding the public hearing:

A motion was made by Scott, seconded by Blaine to make a recommendation of adoption to the Board of Commissioners for amendments to Chapter 3.03.05 Regulations pertaining to the I-1:  Light Industrial District to add as a Conditional Use, an owner occupied dwelling unit if it occupies the lesser of 1,300 square feet or 25% of the building’s foot print.  A two-hour firewall and fire door shall separate the living quarters from the business.  All voted yes.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Scott, seconded by Allen to make a recommendation of adoption to the Board of Commissioners for amendments to Chapter 3.01.03 (K) to amend as follows:  Accessory buildings shall not exceed a maximum sidewall height of ten (10) feet.  Accessory buildings greater than three hundred (300) square feet shall have a roof pitch similar to that of its principal building and be stick built with either a concrete slab foundation or concrete footing.  All voted yes.  Motion carried.

The Board discussed the minimum size a house can be on a residential lot in the city.  It was decided that houses cannot be less than 750 square feet on the main level.  The process will be started to draft an ordinance to that affect.  

A motion was made by Allen, seconded by Scott to adjourn.  All voted yes.  Motion carried.
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
