The Planning and Zoning Board for the City of Valley Springs, SD met on Tuesday, October 30th, 2018 at 7:00 pm at City Hall, 401 Broadway Ave.

The meeting was called to order by Mike Langner.
Present: Mike Langner, Allen Severtson, Scott Stegenga and Brad Top.
Absent:  Blaine Eichmann, Ron Kuipers and Kevin Lunstra.
Also present: Patrick Glover and Ryan Nussbaum.
A motion was made by Allen, seconded by Brad to approve the agenda.  All voted yes.  Motion carried.

The Board discussed revising the I-1:  Light Industrial District and I-2:  General Industrial District Regulations to include living quarters in the owner’s place of business.  A motion was made by Scott, seconded by Brad to approve revising only the I-1:  Light Industrial District Regulations to include in the Conditional Use section: Owner Occupied Dwelling Unit (Dwelling unit shall occupy the lesser of one thousand-three hundred (1,300) square feet or twenty-five percent (25%) of the building’s foot print and (approved at the October 18th meeting) it must have a two hour firewall and fire door separating the living quarters from the place of business. All voted yes.  Motion carried. The proposed ordinance revision will be presented at a Planning and Zoning Public Hearing and if approved will 
be forwarded to the Board of Commissioners for approval.
Revising the Business Districts B-1 and B-2 regulations were discussed and will not be changed.
The Board discussed revising the Accessory Building Ordinance.  A motion was made by Allen, seconded by Scott to eliminate the 16’ maximum height and add that the roof pitch must be similar to the primary structure and (approved at the October 18th meeting) to include a maximum height of 10’ sidewalls and must be stick built with either a floating slab or concrete footings.  All voted yes.  Motion carried.  
A motion was made by Mike, seconded by Allen to adjourn.  All voted yes.  Motion carried.
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
